This product has been designed with the highest concern for safety.
However, any electrical device, if used improperly, has the potential for
causing fire, electrical shock or personal injury. To help ensure
accident-free operation, follow these guidelines:

Observe all warnings, precautions and instructions.

Regularly inspect the AC Adaptor for damage and for dust build-up
around the power plug or electrical outlet.

Stop use, unplug the AC Adaptor from the electrical outlet and
disconnect any other cables immediately if the device functions in an
abnormal manner, produces unusual sounds or smells or becomes
too hot to touch.

Use and handling
